The cliffs and seabeds where the dives take place are
protected under european status as the Special Conservation
Area of Acantilados y Fondos Marinos de la Punta de la
Mona, included in Natura 2000 network.

Avoid accidents moving
the dive equipment
slowly and getting ready
at the beach. Carry your
own equipment and do
not touch the buddies
one.

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You must follow the
general
recommendations
from the security
protocol and
proceed under
caution.

If you use the emergency
regulator, you have to
desinfect it and also the
equipment that have
been in contact with,
using a virucide
compound.

Respect the turn to
start the climb and
the descent. Do not
cross with other
users.

WHEN YOU FINISH THE ACTIVITIES

Starting the dive from the shore is only allowed if the beach
marking buoys are deployed or you carry a surface marker
buoy. An assistance boat would be obligatory if the
immersion is going further than 200 meters from the beach
and 50 meters from the cliff, and if the immersion take place
where would not be possible to help divers in an emergency
situation from the shore.

Prepare your own
equipment under
your colleague’s or
diving instructor’s
supervision.

Disassemble your own dive equipment
being cautious to do not touch any part
In contact with mucous.

Is deeply recommended to dive here with an expert local
guide to fully enjoy the experience and reduce risks.
